The inDESIGN BM4 is a high quality mixer for commercial and
industrial audio applications.

The BM4 features 4 Mic/line inputs with microphone input 1
featuring a mute so that a Microphone on this channel will mute
all other inputs, useful for paging announcements.

The BM 4 provides a mono output. There are 4 alarm triggers:
CHIME, ALERT, BELL and EVAC, connected via external mounted
screw terminals.

The mixer is part of INDESIGN'’s Install Series, which also includes
mixer amplifiers and power amplifiers. These units provide
excellent features and value.

1. Power Switch: Turns mains power on and off.
The round LED light surrounding the Master Volume control indicates the unit is on/off.

2. LevelIndicator: To set for optimum working level, normal signal should be kept under the 0dB.
The red +3dB will illuminate when signal is excessive.

3. Input 1 to Input 4: The selected Microphone or Line input level is controlled via these knobs.

4. Treble: Adjust the level to suit the required tone of the output. Increasing the treble may improve
intelligibility, decreasing the treble may reduce the onset of high frequency feedback.

5. Bass: Adjust the Bass level to suit the required tone of the output. Increasing Bass may make music
sound fuller, reducing the Bass in reverberant spaces may improve speech intelligibility.

6. Master level: Adjust the overall system volume to suit the environment and use of the system.

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7. Mains Socket: The unit is connected to the mains circuit with a standard IEC type power lead.
This socket contains a rated slow blow fuse.
**NOTE: Only use a fuse equal to the marked rating

8. This terminal is 5.5mm x 2.1 barrel socket for 24V DC 1.5A for connecting backup power supply.

9. Tone Generator Connections: There are four alarm triggers: CHIME, ALERT, BELL and EVAC. These are
connected via the rear panel Phoenix connector. Each alarm is triggered by a (normally open) switch/
relay conftact joined between the trigger and the “com” pin.

* A momentary switch-closure will sound the alarm only ONCE, until it finishes playing out

* A latched switch-closure will loop the alarm indefinitely, until the switch closure is removed

If 2 (or more) triggers are enabled, each alarm will sound just once and then stop, then the next highest
priority alarm will sound. The “EVAC" sound is the highest priority, so if “BELL” and “EVAC" were triggered
together, the "BELL" will sound ONCE, then the “EVAC" will continue to sound indefinitely. ANY triggered
alarm will override (mute) the audio path of any existing audio on inputs 2-8. Channel 1 audio (which is
the priority) is ducked a little, but still audible while the alarm(s) play out.

10. Input 1 Mic/Line: This microphone input features 48V phantom power on the XLR & Phoenix inputs for
powering Condenser Microphones. The Vox level pot sets the threshold of the internal Priority Mute level.
Microphone 1 input can mute all other inputs. The Mic/Line switch is used to choose between input
levels of the XLR and Phoenix inputs. The dual RCA inputs are at Line Level. The dual RCA is internally
summed for mono.

11. Inputs 2-4 Mic/Line: The Mic/Line switch is used to choose between Microphone or Line level of the XLR
and Phoenix inputs. The dual RCA inputs are at Line Level. The dual RCA is internally summed for mono.

12. Main Output: The XLR output provides a balanced line level signal.

Consumer Guarantees

When you purchase a NAS Solutions distributed product, you have the peace of mind in knowing that your product is covered by the NAS warranty. The
NAS warranty is provided by NAS Solutions (ABN 50 085 679 894), 127 Merrindale Drive, Croydon, Victoria 3136. ['NAS’]
